Sen is known for his humanitarian approach to economics and is a
crucial figure in the development of a number of ideas within
feminist economics. A notable body of his work, even when not
avowedly feminist, has engaged with themes that are central to
feminist economics and philosophy. In addition, many of his writings
have addressed gender concerns directly.

The submissions for this special issue should examine Sen's work from
a gender perspective, building on his ideas and/or bringing new
dimensions to his treatment of gender. Silences, omissions and
contestable assumptions within Sen's work as they impinge on gender
can prove equally important starting points. Where possible, the
contributors should apply Sen's concepts to cultural, geographic and
historical contexts that are different from his original
applications. Perspectives can be drawn from
developing countries, transitional economies, or developed country
experiences. The contributions can be theoretical or empirical. The
editors hope to publish essays by both established scholars and young
researchers. Possible topics include:

The training of lawyers is a complex activity - in transition societies as
well as elsewhere. While the new openness in the former Eastern bloc
countries has increased the employment opportunities for law graduates, law
schools in the region are experiencing acute difficulties in their efforts
to train lawyers able to meet the challenges of a society in rapid change.

Legal training requires not only the acquisition of theoretical knowledge,
but also legal skills. Lawyers must now not only know the black-letter law,
but also to be able to "think like a lawyer". The post-soviet law
curriculum, however, still overemphasizes theory.

The ESRT will focus on the implementation of new teaching methods, and on
issues of selecting, training and evaluating law students, as well as issues
of evaluating the quality of the legal education available at law schools in
the region. Are law schools able to produce graduates who have achieved a
high level of knowledge and professional skills? Do 5 or 6 years of legal
education help students understand the connections between theoretical
knowledge and the real world of dealing with clients? What is the role of
the general education courses included in the curriculum?

The ESRT will explore the above issues in the following areas:

(1) Setting up a system of quality assessment at the law school level:

Different systems of quality management are in use in western Law schools,
particularly in Great Britain, Germany and the United States. In some of
those countries the system of quality assessment is carried out at a
national level. Law schools in Russia, however, are not required by law to
evaluate the quality of the teaching process (methods of teaching and
learning, as well as the students' knowledge and skills assessment). More
and more new law schools open each year, which tend to accept as many
students who can pay for their education as possible. At the same time they
lack the necessary teaching and technical resources, and place the
effectiveness and quality of education at the very bottom of their list of
priorities.

This working group will concentrate on systems of quality management that
could be implemented at the law school level, in Russia as well as in other
countries of the former Eastern bloc. The focus will be on the development
of a set of control measures as objective and comprehensive as possible that
could help assess in any law school the implementation of the following:

╥ various types of testing of students' levels of knowledge and skills, both
on-going and final - namely cumulative assessment;

╥ written "anonymous" examinations with clear criteria for grading;

╥ multiple-choice questions as a means of on-going assessment;

╥ anonymous questionnaires on the quality of teaching and preparation of the
courses, distributed to students;

╥ guidance on assessment by independent experts - practicing lawyers - who
are invited to act as members of examination commissions, and the members of
professional juries at international and national legal research and skills
competitions.

(2) Developing legal skills

The legacy of a system that encourages the memorization of the black-letter
law is present, to varying degrees, in the teaching methods in use across
the former Eastern bloc. Law professors do not give the students an
experience in presenting arguments before a court or in dealing with
clients. There are ways to improve these conditions, however. For example,
training offered in legal clinics based in the law school and the use of
moot court as a teaching tool can help bridge the gap between theory and
practice. Legal clinics make the students deal with clients and real cases.
Students can develop their skills under the supervision of experienced
practitioners. Moot court participation, on the other hand, highlights the
relevance of analytical thinking as opposed to the memorization of factual
information.

This working group will welcome proposals addressing the following issues:
preparation of new courses aimed at the development of the legal skills of
the students (e.g. Legal Research and Writing, Trial Advocacy, Interviewing,
Counseling, Negotiations), clinical education, and the use of moot court as
a teaching tool in the classroom and/or in competitions.

(3) Introduction of the Socratic and case-study methods of teaching law:

The approach to the teaching of law that prevails in the post-soviet
classroom is one that over-emphasizes theoretical knowledge. The assumption
is that professors hand down (factual) information to the students. The role
of the students is passive. Hierarchies and roles in the classroom are
clearly marked. Such rigidity and the straightforward lecture method offer
little or no opportunities to interact with the students, to discuss issues
and to develop the reasoning skills of the students.

This panel will focus on the use of two methods that challenge those basic
assumptions - the Socratic and the case-study methods. Papers in this
working group will address strategies for the incorporation of the Socratic
and/or case method in the teaching of mainstream law courses. Other related
issues will be considered, such as the design of new or the adaptation of
old teaching materials for the use of those methods; the use of
international experience in this area; and the training of faculty members
(including older professors) in the use of new methods.

The recent collapse of communism has challenged the imaginary geography
of "Europe" to include past and recent "others" (e.g., "the Balkans", the "Slavs", "the
post-Soviets"), to confront the bankruptcy of state socialism, and to make sense of the idiosyncratic cohabitation of post-modern and pre-modern world-views. At the same time, Europe is faced with new  war fronts of nationalizing processes at its midst.

Consequently, the configuration of the new "European political identity"
seems to be slipping
away from the control of the European Union, as more voices -- both
within and outside the Union -- pronounce that Europe does not equate with the EU. Exploring
European identity leads us into a more fluid and contested terrain that is at times bigger (narratives of expanding cosmopolitanism) and at times smaller (narratives of separatism
 manifested as aggressive  nationalisms). This troublesome but also promising process of
(re-)inventing Europe provides the opportunity to deepen our understanding of nationalism and its place in Europe, and to identify the dominant modes of recasting European identity vis-a-vis
more particular identities (nationalism, regionalism, minorities). Meanwhile, we are challenged to  re-conceptualize the representation of the European political identity and its
actor/story-teller.

 We invite graduate students to participate in this fully

Description: Grants for amounts up to $20,000 are available for basic research in all branches of anthropology. Grants are made to seed innovative approaches and ideas, to cover specific expenses or phases of a project, and/or to encourage aid from other funding agencies. The foundation particularly invites projects employing comparative perspectives or integrating two or more subfields of anthropology. A small number of awards is available for projects designed to develop resources for anthropological research and scholarly exchange.

The foundation, under its Individual Research Grants Program, offers Dissertation Fieldwork Grants, Post-Ph.D. Grants, and Richard Carley Hunt Postdoctoral Fellowships.

Dissertation Fieldwork Grants (formerly called Predoctoral Grants) are awarded to individuals to aid doctoral dissertation or thesis research. Applicants must be enrolled for a doctoral degree. Application must be made jointly with a thesis advisor or other scholar who will undertake responsibility for supervising the project. Awards are contigent upon the applicant's successful completion of all requirements for the degree other than the dissertation/thesis. Applications may be submitted before such requirements have been met; however, should an award be approved, the foundation will at that time request evidence of that the applicant is "all-but-dissertation/advanced-to-candidacy". Qualified students of all nationalities are eligible.

Post-Ph.D. Grants (formerly called Regular Grants) are awarded to individual sholars holding the doctorate or equivalent qualification in anthropology or a related discipline. Qualified scholars are eligible without regard to nationality or institutional affiliation. Application for Post-Ph.D. Grants may be made by the scholar either as an individual or on behalf of an organization. Ph.D. candidates seeking postdoctoral support should file a Dissertation Fieldwork Grant application and indicate that support is being requested for postdoctoral research; if an award is approved it will be made after the Ph.D. is in hand.

A limited number of Richard Carley Hunt Postdoctoral Fellowships, nonrenewable awards with a maximum of $15,000, is available to scholars within five years of receipt of the Ph.D., to aid the writeup of research results for publication. Qualified scholars are eligible without regard to nationality or institutional affiliation. Applicants must hold the Ph.D. at the time of application.

Budgetary Guidelines: Grants cover research expenses directly related and essential to the project (i.e., travel, living expenses during fieldwork, equipment, supplies, research assistance, and other relevant expenditures). Aid is not provided for salary and/or fringe benefits of applicant, tuition, non-project personnel, travel to meetings, institutional overhead, or institutional support. Low priority is given to dissertation writeup or other support for writing (except under the Hunt Fellowship), publication assistance, and film- or video-making (unless inherent to the research project). Expenses incurred prior to the effective date of an award will not be covered; budgets should reflect foundation deadlines.

Application information: A formal application must be submitted. Those interested in receiving an application must contact the foundation directly: eligible individuals will be sent appropriate forms upon request. Please note that our application forms have been revised; forms dated prior to year 2000 cannot be accepted.
Deadlines: There are two deadlines each year, May 1st and November 1st. For applications submitted by the May 1st deadline, funding will be available the following January 1st. Under the November 1st deadline, funding will be available the following July 1st. Applicants should meet the most appropriate deadline for their research plans. The aim of the scheme is to develop long-term collaboration projects in the fields of higher education and research, and in the voluntary sector between the Nordic countries and the neighbouring states. This collaboration is designed to promote development throughout the region, the strengthening of democratic processes within the area, and the reinforcement and consolidation of collaboration between the neighbouring states themselves.

Funding is granted to collaboration projects, via network building between academic departments or voluntary organisations, in the Nordic countries and the neighbouring states.

The term academic departments refers to universities, university or state colleges, museums, research institutes and so forth.

The term voluntary organisations refers to non-governmental organisations (NGO), or to non-profit making organisations. Support is given to collaborations which are considered to strengthen the voluntary sector in the neighbouring states, and which involve adult education. 

The term academic network refers to a long-term departmental collaboration within the fields of higher education and research, involving researchers, teachers and students. Network between voluntary organisations refers to long term collaboration between non-governmental or non-profit making organisations. Collaboration can also include relevant seminars, conferences, and network meetings. A network must involve the participation of at least two Nordic departments or organisations, representing different countries, and at least one from a neighbouring state. 

The term Nordic countries refers to Denmark, Finland, Iceland, Norway and Sweden and the term neighbouring states refers to Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, and the Northwest region of Russia ( the St. Petersburg and Kaliningrad areas, and the Barents Region). 

The scheme’s 2001 budget is approximately 13 MDKK, and preliminary indications are that 85% of it will be allocated to the academic sector, and 15% to the voluntary sector.

The maximum grant obtainable is 250 000 DKK per year. Grants are awarded to cover the cost of travel and board and lodging for persons participating in a particular exchange. The scheme does not cover salary, overhead or equipment costs.

Higher education and research
Grants are available for new and established interdepartmental networks in the Nordic countries and neighbouring states and can be available for network projects in all subject fields, though priority will be given to the following areas: 

1. Nordic languages (those traditionally spoken in the Nordic countries) 

2. Culture and society (students of cultural studies, and subjects which promote democracy and EU related subjects) 

3. Environmental technology (all subject areas which address environment-related issues)

Voluntary organisations
Grants are available for new and established networks, but priority will be given to collaborations between central or umbrella organisations in the Nordic countries, and their counterparts in the neighbouring states. The network must include at least two Nordic organisations, representing different countries, and at least one from a neighbouring state.

Collaboration projects between all subject fields will be considered, but priority will be given to the following areas: 

1. Health and social welfare 
2. Children and young people 
3. Women and equality 
Grants can be awarded for shorter periods or for one year at a time. Maximum period of support is two years. An extension of a one-year grant after the first year is decided on the basis of the results obtained during the first six months.

Grants are paid as a lump sum, to the organisation coordinating the network. All matters relating to practical issues, such as accommodation and insurance, are to be dealt with by the appropriate network organisation.

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Norwegian Fellowships for Foreign Scientists

The Research Council of Norway is a strategic body for Norwegian research and a central advisory body to the Government on matters concerning general research policy. The Research Council promotes basic and applied research within all areas. 

The Research Council gives priority to international cooperation and the exchange of scientists, and promotes such exchange through various fellowships. The most important is the Senior Scientist Visiting Fellowship.

Norway also collaborates within the 5th Framework Programme of the European Union, and offers scholarships based on cultural or scholarship agreements with other countries (overleaf). In addition, the Council administers some scholarships funded by other organizations and corporations. Some of these have separate application forms and deadlines. 

Senior Scientist Visiting Fellowship 

This fellowship is primarily for well established, internationally recognized scientists who want to work at a Norwegian research institute. The fellowship aims to strengthen Norwegian research institutions and to promote contact between foreign scientists and Norwegian researchers. 

The Research Council requires that applications for visiting fellowships for foreign senior scientists are filed by Norwegian institutions, to ensure that a fellowship is the priority of the scientist and the institution alike, and is based on an established research relationship between the two parties. The application should be prepared in cooperation between the institution and the scientist, and submitted by the institution on behalf of the individual applicant.

The fellowship does not include salary. It covers, however, extra expenses connected with the stay in Norway. The Senior Scientist Fellowship will be granted for 1 to 12 months at stipulated rates. The current rates (year 2000) are NOK 37,000 for each of the first two months and NOK 18,000 for each succeeding month. Funds to cover travel (round trip) can be made available (application required). If the fellowship is granted for at least three months, family members (spouse and children under the age of 18) who live with the visiting fellow for the entire period, may apply to have their travel expenses covered. Salaries to foreign guest researchers may be covered through project and programme funding from the Research Council, or funds at the disposal of the host institution. 

The main application deadline is 15 June.
For Medicine and Health there is an additional deadline 1 October and 1 April 

Future deadlines will probably follow the same pattern. Please contact your potential host research institution in Norway for updated information.

CRDF Announces Additional Grants


On August 15, 2000, the U.S. Civilian Research and Development Foundation (CRDF) announced 80 new grants for collaborative research projects between scientists and engineers in the U.S. and the former Soviet Union (FSU). These grants, in addition to the 118 announced in May 2000, bring to a total of 198 grants awarded under the most recent CRDF Cooperative Grants Program competition. In total, these grants provide nearly $10 million to projects in all areas of science and engineering. <O:P</O:P

The Cooperative Grants Program provides eighteen-month support to joint U.S.-FSU scientific research teams, with an average grant size of $50,000 USD. At least 80% of the funds for each grant are designated for the expenses of the FSU team, including salary support, scientific equipment and supplies, travel support, and institutional overhead. A complete list of these grants is available on the CRDF web site.<O:P</O:P

The 198 grants include teams in the following FSU countries: Russia (143), Ukraine (31), Armenia (7), Georgia (5), Kazakhstan (5), Uzbekistan (4), Kyrgyzstan (1), Tajikistan (1), and Turkmenistan (1). The grants include projects in physics (31%); biology and biomedicine (24%); chemistry (14%); electrical, materials, and manufacturing sciences and engineering (13%); mathematics, computer, and information sciences (10%); and geology (8%).<O:P</O:P

Approximately 45% of the teams include scientists or engineers who were formerly engaged in defense-oriented research in the former Soviet Union. One of the CRDF’s main goals is to provide opportunities for such scientists to transfer their talents and expertise to productive civilian scientific research with U.S. partners.<O:P</O:P

The program is supported with funds from the U.S. Department of State, National Institutes of Health (NIH), and National Science Foundation (NSF). In addition, the Government of Ukraine has committed $200,000 USD towards expenses on Ukrainian projects. Additional contributions were also made by the Armenian Academy of Sciences, the Government of Tajikistan, and the Government of Turkmenistan towards projects in these respective countries. CRDF is grateful to all sponsors for their valuable contributions to this program.<O:P</O:P

Pending receipt of further funding, CRDF plans to hold another Cooperative Grants Program competition in 2001. Further details and a full call for proposals will be issued in late 2000 or early 2001. The Travel Grants Program is open to representatives of U.S. for-profit companies in very limited circumstances. The visit to the FSU must be at a stage in which the company is making a final decision regarding entrance into a research and development collaboration with a specific FSU partner. A description of the state of the proposed collaboration being considered must demonstrate these circumstances. The visit can be a follow-up, for instance, to a prior Travel Grant Program visit by an FSU scientist to a U.S. company for an introductory meeting to discuss the possibility of collaboration. CRDF will arrange and pay only for economy-class airfare for up to two representatives of U.S. for-profit companies to visit FSU research teams, scientific institutions, or companies to further possible new collaborations. U.S. companies will be expected to cover all other costs associated with their representative's travel to the region. 

FOR FSU AND US SCIENTISTS AND ENGINEERS 

Proposal Screening and Evaluation CRDF will screen all proposals for eligibility and completeness. Ineligible and incomplete proposals will be ruled ineligible and applicants will be notified accordingly. Corrected versions of such proposals can be resubmitted to CRDF for evaluation, but no later than ten weeks prior to the intended date of travel. 

CRDF will evaluate all eligible and complete proposals according to the following criteria: 

· Technical merit of the applicant's proposed technology 

· Potential for commercialization of the proposed technology 

· Applicant's understanding of the issues and goals related to commercialization of the proposed technology 

· Level of U.S. for-profit company's commitment to the proposed visit.

CRDF will place higher priority on proposals that include participation of: 

· FSU former defense scientists who are currently employed full-time at civilian research institutions, or for whom a travel grant will assist their permanent transition to the civilian research and development sector in the FSU 

· Younger scientists and students, women, or university researchers in the FSU 

· FSU scientists and engineers from locations other than Moscow or St. Petersburg 

· FSU scientists and engineers for whom a CRDF Travel Grant would be his/her first visit to the U.S. 

· US and FSU scientists and engineers who are collaborating together for the first time. 

Application Submission 

Applications to the Travel Grants Program are due at least ten (10) weeks prior to the intended start date of travel. CRDF will receive applications on a rolling basis until program funds are expended. All application materials must be completed by the applicant in English. 

To apply, please submit the following five (5) items to CRDF: 

4. Application form: A completed and signed Application Form (see attached). 

5. Proposal: A brief proposal of no more than two double-spaced, typed pages (in English), which must include all three of the following components: 

· A description of the applicant's specific scientific or engineering research, and the potential for commercialization of that work in the global marketplace. 

· A brief description of the goals of each element of the proposed visit (company or institute visits, professional conferences, other meetings to develop collaboration). 

· A description of the participating U.S. companies' interest and possible role in the development of the applicant's scientific or engineering research. 

6. Curriculum Vitae: A curriculum vitae must be submitted for the applicant which includes information on the applicant's education, prior and current employment, research interests, and relevant publications, patents, and participation in past conferences, trade shows, or U.S. for-profit company meetings. The curriculum vitae must not exceed one (1) page. 

7. Budget: A budget (see attached form) which details the estimated expenses for international airfare, domestic (FSU) airfare, hotel expenses, ground transportation, per diem (meals and incidentals), medical insurance, and visa fees. Please note which expenses are being requested from CRDF and which expenses are being covered from another source of funding. The maximum requested from CRDF may not exceed $3,600 USD. 

8. Invitations: A copy of invitation letters from all U.S. or FSU hosts for each proposed visit. 

For visits to U.S. for-profit companies, please include a signed letter of interest from each company to be visited. Each letter must be on company letterhead and indicate the company's interest and expectations in hosting the proposed visit. All letters must also specify the date and location of each proposed visit. 

For travel to a conference, professional meeting, or trade show, please attach a signed, dated invitation from the conference organizer(s), on conference/organization letterhead, that documents the organizer's commitment to waive registration fees for the applicant. If registration fees are not waived by ten weeks before the deadline for application submission, the applicant must include a signed statement that the fees will be paid from another source at least ten weeks before the date of travel. CRDF will not accept proposals for conference travel that do not include a waiver of registration fees or written documentation that the fees will be paid from another source.

Four Russian Universities Selected to Receive Million Dollar Grants to Carry Out High-level Research and Education in the Natural Sciences


PRIVATE
The U.S. Civilian Research and Development Foundation (CRDF) and the Russian Federation Ministry Education (RF Minobr) announce today the results of a second competition under the Basic Research and Higher Education (BRHE) program. This unique program establishes high-quality Research and Education Centers (RECs) within selected Russian universities. 

The purpose of the RECs is to strengthen basic research in the natural sciences by: 

· supporting new programs that combine first-class research and education 

· developing university-based facilities with state-of-the-art tools and equipment for the conduct of high-level research and teaching 

· establishing links with other institutions, including institutes of the Russian Academy of Sciences, other universities in Russia, foreign universities, and industry 

· providing special competitive opportunities for promising young investigators 

Under the second competition, the CRDF (based in Arlington, Virginia) received over 40 applications. The evaluation process consisted of a multi-tiered, independent review of each proposal by high-level Russian and American experts and site visits to the top six centers. Four universities were selected to receive grants; each recipient institution will be awarded approximately $1 million over three years. In alphabetical order they are: 

· Kazan State University, located in the capital city of the Tatarstan republic in western Russia, where a REC will focus on "Materials and Technologies for the 21st Century." 

· Novosibirsk State University in the western Siberian region, where a research and training center on Molecular Design and Ecologically Safe Technologies will be established. 

· Saratov State University in western Russian, where a REC will be devoted to innovation in nonlinear dynamics and biophysics. 

· Ural State University, located in the industrial region of the Ural mountains, where the focus will be on the development of advanced scientific materials and technologies and the training of highly skilled specialists in their application. 

The BRHE program is presently supporting four other RECs. These include the winners of a first competition, which were announced by the BRHE Governing Council on September 3, 1999: Far Eastern State University, Krasnoyarsk State University, and a three-way grant to Rostov State University, Taganrog State University of Radioengineering, and Kuban State University in southwestern Russia. 

In addition, in 1998, The Research and Educational Center for Scanning Probe Microscopy based at the University of Nizhniy Novgorod was selected as a "demonstration project" on the basis of its success in CRDF's Regional Experimental Support Center (RESC) program and has now been grandfathered into the program. 

The BRHE Governing Council is optimistic that future funding will permit at least two additional competitions for the REC program, which are likely to be announced by the end of the year. CRDF's President, Gerson S. Sher, has called these Research and Education Centers "the flagships of a bold, innovative effort to build the groundwork for Russia's science of tomorrow by strengthening its university research and education capabilities today." 

Fifty percent of the funding for the BRHE program is provided by American sources through grants to the CRDF from the John D. and Catherine T. MacArthur Foundation and the Carnegie Corporation of New York. A quarter of the funding comes from RF Minobr and another quarter from Russian universities, regional governments, and various other Russian sources.

The United States Institute of Peace Grant Program 

Through its two principal grantmaking components - unsolicited grants and solicited grants -- the United States Institute of Peace offers financial support for research, education and training, and the dissemination of information on international peace and conflict resolution. 

Unsolicited grants are provided for any topics that fall within the Institute's broad mandate.

Solicited grants are awarded for special priority topics identified in advance by the Institute.

Types of Grants

The Institute invites proposals for projects that will:

(1) carry out basic and applied research on the causes of war and other international conflicts; on the ways in which conflicts have been or can be prevented, contained, or terminated; and on the condition and character of peace among states and peoples;

(2) develop curricula and texts for high school through post-graduate study and to conduct teacher-training institutes, workshops, and seminars on the causes of war, the processes of peacemaking, and the conditions of peace;

(3) conduct training, symposia, and continuing education programs for practitioners, policymakers, policy implementers, and the public that will develop their skills in international conflict management and war avoidance;

(4) undertake public information efforts, including development of video and radio projects, speakers' programs, community forums, debates, and the creation of complementary print or audiovisual materials to enhance public awareness of peacemaking and its complexities;

(5) increase information on international peace and conflict resolution and to enhance access to this information through the strengthening of library resources, the development of bibliographic databases and indexes, and the expansion of cooperative efforts in resource sharing.

Grants are generally not given for institutional support or development.

Eligible Grant Recipients

According to its statutory mandate, the Institute may provide grant support to nonprofit organizations and individuals-both U.S. and foreign-including the following: institutions of post-secondary, community, and secondary education; public and private education, training or research institutions, and libraries. Although the Institute can provide grant support to individuals, it prefers that an institutional affiliation be established.

The Institute does not provide support for dissertation research through the grant program. Requests for such support should be directed to the Institute's Jennings Randolph Program for International Peace.
The Institute will not accept applications that list as participants, consultants, or project personnel members of the Institute's Board of Directors or staff. In addition, any application that lists the Institute as a collaborator in the project will not be accepted.

Tenure and Terms of Grants

Most Institute grants are one to two years in duration. Most awards fall in the range of $25,000 to $45,000, although somewhat larger grants are also awarded. The amount of any grant is based on the proposed budget and on negotiations with successful applicants. When applicants are employed by an eligible institution, such as a college or university, the Institute prefers that grants be made to the institution rather than to the individual. The Institute does not favor having public monies entrusted to it applied to costs not directly related to the project. Applicants are thus advised to eliminate indirect costs in their budget submissions.

Review Process

The grant review process involves initial examination of applications by Institute staff, followed by review by expert panels from outside the Institute. The board of directors make final decisions on awards.

The Institute does not take positions on policy issues pending before Congress or other domestic or international bodies and does not mediate particular international disputes. Therefore, the Institute will not fund grant proposals of a partisan political nature or proposals that would inject the grantee or the Institute into the policy processes of the United States government or any foreign government or international organization. In addition, in accord with the United States Institute of Peace Act, Section 1709(b), the Institute will not use political tests or political qualifications in selecting or monitoring any grantee.
