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U.S. House Passes $14,896 Million Foreign Aid Package 
(Measure contains $435 million for debt relief) (1320)By Merle D. Kellerhals, Jr.Washington File Staff Writer 

Washington -- The U.S. House of Representatives passed a $14,896million Foreign Operations spending bill, which containsslightly less funding than President Clinton had sought butincludes the full $435 million funding for the Heavily IndebtedPoor Countries (HIPC) Initiative. 

Clinton had asked Congress to appropriate $15,177 million forthe fiscal year that began October 1 (FY 2001). That isslightly higher than the level of spending in the previous yeareven excluding a one-time emergency allocation of $1,825 millionfor Israel, Jordan and the Palestinians in support of theNovember 1998 Wye River/Middle East peace accord and $1,094million in supplemental funding largely for Plan Colombia, acounternarcotics initiative. 

The House voted 307-101 October 25 in favor of the bill forgedin a House-Senate conference committee. The Senate was expectedto pass the bill later the same day. President Clinton isexpected to sign it into law. 

Four issues in the FY 2001 foreign spending debate receivedspecial attention: 

-- U.S. development aid policy and spending priorities. 

-- Population aid and international family planning policy. 

-- Regional and country aid issues and allocations. 

-- Initiatives to forgive debt owed to the United States andother creditors by the world's poorest and most highly indebtednations. 

The legislation funds all U.S. bilateral development assistanceprograms, managed mostly by the U.S. Agency for InternationalDevelopment (USAID), together with several smaller independentforeign aid agencies, such as the Peace Corps and theInter-American and African Development foundations. It alsopays for most humanitarian aid activities, including USAID'sdisaster program and the U.S. Department of State's refugeerelief support. 

The measure contains two major accounts for developmentassistance -- an overall Development Assistance account and aChild Survival and Disease Fund. The bill's total fordevelopment assistance is $2,300 million, including $110 millionfor the United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF). 

The general account for development assistance allocation rosein the FY 2001 budget to $1,305 million from $1,228 million inthe FY 2000 budget. This appropriation is higher than what thepresident had requested. This account supports long-termdevelopment for agriculture, rural development, population, basic education, environment, energy, science and technology,and some other programs. 

The appropriations measure gives $963 million for the ChildSurvival and Disease Programs Fund in FY 2001, $248 million morethan was funded in FY 2000. It includes $295 million for childsurvival and maternal health programs; $300 million for HIV/AIDSprevention and treatment; $110 million for UNICEF; $125 millionfor work against communicable diseases, including tuberculosisand polio; $103 million for children's basic education; and $30million for displaced children and orphans. 

A major new area in the bill is creation of a Global Healthaccount of $691 million with specific earmarks for HIV/AIDS,tuberculosis, and malaria. It also contains a U.S. contributionof $50 million for the Global Alliance for Vaccines andImmunizations (GAVI). 

International population aid would increase to $425 million anda new set of conditions on international family planningprograms would effectively eliminate the currentabortion-related restrictions that Congress enacted for FY 2000. Under the new proposal, the FY 2001 funds can not be obligatedor expended until February 15, 2001. The conference committeebelieved this will allow President Clinton's elected successortime to determine if any conditions should be imposed onassistance for population planning and other populationactivities. 

The foreign spending bill also allows the United States tocontribute to the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), butholds the amount to $25 million and blocks use of any U.S. fundsin China. 

Negotiators agreed to fully fund U.S. support for the HIPCinitiative, a $27,000 million multilateral effort to relieveofficial debts in some of the world's poorest nations. Fundingconditions include a 24-month moratorium on new market loans tocountries benefiting from HIPC debt relief. 

Under the HIPC initiative, wealthy nations will forgivebilateral debt owed to them by the poor countries and contributeto the HIPC trust fund, which will be used to write off debtsowed to multilateral lending agencies such as the World Bank andInternational Monetary Fund (IMF). 

Following is a summary of major priorities and initiativesfunded in the FY 2001 Foreign Operations budget: 

-- Export Assistance: $865 million for the Export-Import Bank ofthe United States (ExIm Bank), $38 million for the OverseasPrivate Investment Corporation (OPIC), and $50 million for theTrade and Development Agency (TDA). 

Bilateral Economic Assistance: 

-- Development assistance: $6.5 million to provide foreducation, health care and political initiatives for Burmeseexiles and refugees; $15 million for Cyprus, and $35 million forLebanon. 

-- $165 million for disaster assistance and $50 million fortransition initiatives. 

-- $520 million for the U.S. Agency for InternationalDevelopment (USAID) operating expenses and $265 million for thePeace Corps. 

-- $2,295 million for the Economic Support Fund, which includes$840 million for Israel, $695 million for Egypt, $25 million forIraqi opposition groups, and $25 million for East Timor. 

-- $25 million for the International Fund for Ireland to support reconciliation in Northern Ireland, including job creation andinvestment in the Republic of Ireland and Northern Ireland. 

-- $600 million for Support for East European Democracy (SEED)funding, $810 million for the Independent States of the formerSoviet Union, and $92 million for Georgia and $90 million forArmenia. 

-- $325 million for international narcotics and law enforcement,$700 million for migration and refugees, and $311.6 million fornonproliferation, terrorism, and demining. 

-- $238 million for debt restructuring. 

-- $55 million for international military education and trainingand $3,545 million for foreign military financing, including$1,980 million for Israel and $1,300 million for Egypt. 

-- $127 million for peacekeeping operations. 

-- $108 million for the Global Environment Facility, $775million for the International Development Agency, $10 millionfor the Multilateral Investment Guarantee Agency, $10 millionfor the Multilateral Investment Fund, and $25 million for theInter-American Investment Corporation. 

-- $72 million for the Asia Fund, $6.1 million for the AfricanBank, and $100 million for the African Fund. 

-- $35.779 million for the European Bank for Reconstruction andDevelopment, $5 million for the International Fund forAgricultural Development, and $186 million for InternationalOperations and Programs. 

The measure also appropriates $55 million for the purchase andshipment of fuel oil to North Korea for electric powerproduction as part of the 1994 United States-North Koreaagreement intended to reduce North Korea's need for nuclear power plants. 

The spending measure also includes a provision that blocksforeign aid to any government that the secretary of statedetermines is aiding the rebels in Sierra Leone by providingmilitary support or by assisting in illicit diamond trade. 

The bill also includes provisions that prohibit aid to thegovernment of Democratic Congo, bar U.S. funding for the UnitedNations World Heritage Convention and the U.N. Man and Biosphereprograms, require the president to withhold bilateral assistancefrom countries harboring war criminals and reduce aid to acountry with unpaid parking fines in Washington, D.C. 

The FY 2001 foreign operations bill marks the fourth yearfunding has generally increased since reaching a low in FY 1997,according to an analysis by the Congressional Research Service.Foreign operations spending peaked in the FY 1985 federal budgetat $20,700 million and fell to a low of $12,267 million in 1997. Since then, the Clinton administration and State Departmenthave launched an aggressive campaign to reverse the trend andfunding has risen each subsequent year to $13,147 million in FY1998, $15,439 million in 1999 and $16,487 million in FY 2000.

Challenges to Political Parties Europe since 1870: A Multidisciplinary Retrospective 
A Graduate Student Workshop Minda de Gunzburg Center for European Studies, Harvard University April 20-22, 2001

At the end of the twentieth century European political arena can be characterized by political innovation and change. New actors have emerged across the political spectrum, from the greens on the left to neo-nationalists on the right. In some countries these parties have profited solely from protest votes; in others they have garnered enough electoral strength to gain seats in the legislature, and even in coalition governments. Parties face structural challenges due to a changing institutional system at the domestic level and the exigencies of European Union at the supranational. The traditional role of grassroots activism seems eclipsed by the growth of high-tech campaigning. As the fundamental link between individual constituent and representative is increasingly called into question, voting rates have dropped across Europe. Some observers even fear for the survival of party-based democracy.

Yet sudden transformations in the European political fabric are nothing new. From the last decades of the nineteenth century, the party political landscape was fundamentally changed by the arrival of mass suffrage, new kinds of parties and new forms of party organization. Socialists, clericals and right-wing populists riding waves of resurgent nationalism established themselves across the contintent after 1870. Then, after the watershed of the First World War, Communist and Fascist parties were able to challenge the very legitimacy of the European parliamentary system. In the wake of the Second World War, the party political spectrum was again reshaped, if not as violently, by the emergence of powerful Christian Democratic Parties and more recently by varying constellations of environmentalists, regionalists and territorialist xenophobes.

This conference will bring together papers from different disciplines which examine the changes and constants in the continental party system since the late-nineteenth century and suggest original approaches for examining European parties and party politics. Graduate students will have an opportunity to discuss their work with student and faculty participants.

Paper applications addressing the following themes are particularly encouraged: 
*The emergence and institutionalization of non-traditional political parties or movements e.g. the radical-nationalist right or special interest organizations (class-based, regionally-based or environmental parties) 
*The relationship of parties to civil society (including interest groups, constituencies, voting and other forms of representation) 
*Internal challenges to party organization, including the mass-elite relationship, membership, resources, etc. 
*International and supranational challenges to the party system 
*The relationship of parties to the state, the economy or democracy 
*Political culture and party ideologies 
*Campaigns and elections

Participation in the workshop is competitive and by application and will be limited to advanced standing doctoral students in North America and Europe. To be considered, proposals should clearly relate to research on Europe or European countries, to broader theoretical debates in the fields of anthropology, history, political science or sociology and should focus on the modern period. Submitted applications will include: 
1) a curriculum vitae, 
2) a three-page summary of dissertation research and 
3) a one-page paper proposal.

Accepted papers will be due on March 15, 2001 for pre-circulation.

 The Volkswagen Foundation is a non-profit-making foundation established
under private law based in Hannover. Its objective is to support science,
the humanities and technology in research and university teaching. Under the
terms of its Statutes it may support any field of science, but in practice
it concentrates on funding initiatives that it develops itself:
 priority areas are subject- and problem-oriented, programs aim at
structural improvements (e.g. in the international cooperation or in German
universities). In exceptional cases, the Foundation also supports projects
outside these areas.

 Information for Applicants
 Cooperation with Natural and Engineering Scientists in Central and Eastern
Europe

 1.Objectives
 Having supported a large number of qualified research groups in Central
and Eastern Europe (including Southeast Europe) in their efforts to keep on
par with international standards in their fields, the Foundation would now
like to
 focus its support on providing highly-promising young scientists early in
their careers with an opportunity for safeguarding and intensifying their
own research activities. It funds around 15 new projects annually, with a
 maximum amount of DM 300,000 per project. The grants will be awarded for
two- to three-year research projects carried out autonomously by the foreign
researchers, provided that a specific cooperation with German scientists is
involved. The program encourages competition and is also meant for
scientists from Central and Eastern Europe who are currently working abroad
but wish to return to scientific institutions in their native country.

 The selection of the projects to be funded is based solely on the
qualification of the applicants and the scientific quality of the projects
they conceptualised. Joint applications of several scientists from Central
and Eastern Europe cannot be considered.

 2.General Prerequisites

 Central and Eastern European scientists from all natural and engineering
sciences as well as from the field of theoretical medicine are eligible to
apply, under the following prerequisites:

 - Applicants should ideally be younger than 40 years of age, but not older
than in their early 40s.

 - Relevant international journals in the respective field should have
published articles during the last five years with the applicant as first or
senior author.

 - The research group led by the applicant must be (able to be) integrated
into a scientific institution in its native country and be safeguarded for
the mid-term, ensuring a certain financial contribution in the project (e.g.
in infrastructure, personnel, overhead costs).

 - As the Foundation expects applications from abroad to involve a specific
cooperation with scientific institutions in Germany, applicants should have
collaborated with German scientists previously, ideally proven by joint
publications.

 3.Funding Possibilities

 The maximum grant awarded to a single project lasting two to three years
amounts to DM 300,000 and can include as much as 25 per cent apportioned to
the German partner. The funds can be used for financing young scientists and
technical personnel, equipment (if not remaining with the German partner),
consumable items, travel to the partner institution as well as to scientific
meetings, and literature. The amount must be specified in the project
description and justified with reference to the planned research.

 It is possible to renew the grant once, up to a maximum period of five
years altogether. However, applications once rejected cannot be submitted
again, even if modified.

 The Foundation expects the German partner to administer the allocated
funds. This should be clarified by the foreign applicant before submitting
an application.

 4.Applications

 A decision is made annually by the Foundation regarding all applications
received by May 15th of each respective year. In accordance with the
objective to encourage competition, applications will be reviewed
comparatively using the written documents provided by the applicants. A
formal procedure with questionnaires or forms is not planned.

 Applications - in German or English - should be formulated to provide the
Foundation and its reviewers with a clear concept of the planned project and
should contain the following information:

 - brief, informative project title and summary outlining the objectives of
the project in plain language (also in German, max. one page)

 - detailed description of the project (justification, objectives, methods,
working plan and time schedule)

 - current state of research and results to be expected, own preliminary
work on the subject

 - details of a possibly existing and the planned cooperation with a
scientist in Germany, including the German partner's confirmation of his or
her involvement

 - applicant's curriculum vitae and list of publications with emphasis on
the five most important publications in top-ranking international journals
during the last five years

 - institutional integration of the foreign applicant into a native
institution and involvement of the institute in financing the planned work,
if possible including confirmation from the institution's management

 - specification and justification of estimated costs with reference to
working plan (see section 5)

 - indication whether this application or applications on related topics
have been submitted or are to be submitted to other funding institutions.

 5.Budget and General Notes

 Separate budgets should be drafted for each partner. The financial details
are to be explained with respect to the working plan. Processing of
applications will be easier if budgets are broken down into the following
items:

 Personnel expenditure
 scientific personnel
 other personnel

 Recurring non-personnel costs
 travel and subsistence (including number and duration of
visits)
 other recurring non-personnel costs (e.g. consumables)

 Non-recurring costs
 equipment
 other non-recurring purchases (e.g. literature)

 Personnel expenditure: Foreign project participants may be paid a
supplement to their home institution salary. The maximum amount payable per
month is 700 DM for the principal investigator, 500 DM for postdocs, 300 DM
for engineers and Ph.D. students, and 200 DM for technical personnel. (They
will, however, not become employees of the German partner institution.) For
German personnel, both the classification of the position and the exact
amount required should be indicated according to collective labour
agreements.

 Travel costs: In addition to travel costs up to 3.500 DM can be budgeted
for foreign scientists staying in Germany for the first month and up to
3.000 DM per month for longer stays. Allowances for travels of German
scientists to
 their foreign partners can be budgeted up to the applicable rates of the
German public service regulations. Low-budget tariffs for travels and
reasonable rates for accommodation should be sought.

 Equipment purchases: Equipment has to be justified in terms of both its
necessity (also in relation to existing facilities) and selection. Local
operating and maintenance conditions as well as service facilities of the
manufacturer
 at the place of installation and the rules for its (duty-free) importation
should be clarified in advance. If the purchase price of a single equipment
item exceeds 15.000 DM, a valid quotation is expected.

 The Foundation requests all necessary documents to be submitted together
with the application. As numerous applications are anticipated it expects
the applicants themselves to ensure that all documents have been included.

 The Foundation for its part will only make further inquiries if questions
arise concerning the administration of funds by the German partner.

2001 Focus: Gender and International Human Rights

The Oak Institute for the Study of International Human Rights at Colby
College is soliciting nominations for the Oak Human Rights Fellowship for
the fall of 2001.

The Oak Fellowship offers an opportunity for prominent practitioners in
international human rights to take a sabbatical leave from their work and
spend a semester (September - December 2001) as a scholar-in-residence at
the College. This provides the Fellow time for reflection, research, and
writing. Following the period of the award, it is expected that the Fellow
will return to her or his human rights work. For the fall of 2001, the Oak
Institute seeks a practitioner in the field of gender and international
human rights. Possible areas of interest include but are not limited to: the
international sex trade, domestic violence, women and labor rights, rape as
a form of war crime, struggles related to sexuality/sexual orientation,
among others. We especially encourage applications from those who are
currently or were recently involved in "on-the-ground" work at some level of
personal risk.

The Oak Fellow's responsibilities include some collaborative teaching with
members of the Colby Faculty, ongoing meetings with student discussion
groups, and assistance in shaping a lecture series associated with the
Fellow's area of expertise. The Fellow is also expected to participate in
the intellectual life of the campus to enable our students to work and study
with a professional in the field.

The Fellow will receive a stipend and College fringe benefits plus
round-trip
transportation from the Fellow's home site, housing for a family, use of a
car, and meals on campus. The Fellow will also receive research support,
including office space, secretarial support, computer and library facilities
and a student research assistant.

Call for CEE, NIS & Danish NGO Co-operative Environmental Projects
This project is financially supported by the Danish Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA), Division for Eastern and Central Europe (DANCEE)
The Regional Environmental Center for Central and Eastern Europe hereby
announces a Call for NGO Co-operative Environmental Project Proposals.
(Maximum available Per Project is 25,000 EUR and the total amount is 200,000
EUR only for the CEE & NIS NGOs. Danish NGOs are not beneficiaries of this
granting program).

BACKGROUND
The Environment in CEE and NIS and the NGO Movement
The damage to the environment in Central and Eastern Europe presents risks
to human health and the natural balance of life. Significant problems of
air, water and soil pollution, traffic congestion, deforestation and more
still remain to be addressed. At the same time, CEE countries are blessed
with many relatively clean and pristine natural areas. Remediation of
polluted zones and protection of rich biodiversity must take place
simultaneously. Accession to the European Union increases the pressure on
Central European governments to solve environmental problems while
developing their economies.
At the same time the development of a civil society in the CEE as well as in
the NIS Countries is underway. One of the key players in this development is
the non-governmental organization (NGOs), established by and working for the
public. Environmental NGOs form one of the biggest and most active civil
sectors in the region. In many ways, the fledgling environmental movement
helped to bring about the political changes in CEE and NIS. Working together
on environmental activities people have been rebuilding a sense of community
purpose, improving their local environment, and introducing a new generation
to their responsibilities to the world around them.
Addressing environmental problems and measuring their impact is quite
difficult. Governments often ignore or are unable to undertake local
projects. Efficiency in tackling environmental problems at the level where
they occur locally can be reached by supporting environmental NGOs. NGOs, as
groups of local people, are aware of the issues and problems facing their
own communities. Through their actions, they solve local problems, and begin
to address national and region-wide problems, especially via cooperation.
Further, NGOs serve to push and sometimes force governments to take action
that people cannot take on an individual basis.
Environmental NGOs are usually in favor of establishing East-West
cooperation, as long as they can find the additional necessary funds for it.
Currently the biggest obstacles for establishing more and better East-West
cooperation are the lack of financial resources and personal contacts among
NGO activists who are working on similar environmental issues. To meet these
needs of the NGOs in CEE and NIS countries, the REC developed the
Cooperative Environmental Grants Program, which can be adapted for East -
East, and East- West type of cooperation.
East West NGO cooperation in the CEE Region
East-West co-operation has been promoted by a number of organizations from
just before the political changes in CEE and NIS. This has manifested itself
in two main ways: the expansion of networks and the delivery of tailored
programmes.
The programme "NGO cooperation beyond CEE borders" looks to link East and
West and East and East. There is a gulf in co-operation between the NIS and
CEE - mostly due to traditional donor funding divisions - this programme
aims to address that. Additionally all the support is open to eligible
organizations and therefore co-operation can occur where there is interest
and not along existing members of a pan-European group. The opportunity is
also open across the region.
This granting project primarily aims to enable the CEE and NIS environmental
NGO movement. This means to support their activities through funding, assist
them in developing positive co-operative ties with partner NGOs in the CEE,
NIS and Danish NGOs.
To encourage NGOs to work together to solve environmental problems, the REC
offers grants of up to 25,000 EUR to NGO teams. The topic of this Call for
Tender is not predefined but cooperation among NGOs of the CEE and NIS
countries with Danish NGOs is an important criteria. NGOs can bring to the
REC any type of environmental issue but with just one limitation: it must be
a problem, which faces more than one country. When two or more NGOs from two
or more countries find a common problem, they are invited to meet together
to prepare a proposal to address it.
WHO IS ELIGIBLE?
Only registered non-governmental organizations whose work focuses primarily
on the environment, from Albania, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, the Czech Republic, Estonia, Georgia,
Hungary, FYR Macedonia, Moldavia, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania,
Russia, Slovakia, Slovenia, FR Yugoslavia and Ukraine and are eligible to
apply for the grant. NGOs must propose a one year long project that includes
cooperation with an NGO partner in at least one other country. Especially
cooperation among CEE, NIS and Danish NGOs is encouraged. Danish NGOs will
be funded through another granting program run by the Danish Outdoor
Council.
Applicants must: have experience in managing environmental projects, have at
least one staff member who speaks English, own or have access to necessary
office equipment like telephone, computer, fax, modem, etc., and be able to
prove their interest in and ability to communicate with and cooperate with
similar organizations from other countries. The NGOs working on a project
funded by the proposed program will target their work towards the most
appropriate areas, groups and partners: e.g. rural populations in and around
borders when working on cross-border parks and rivers, local citizens in
cities while campaigning for bike paths, schoolchildren and students while
giving environmental education, the local or national government while
lobbying for clean energy usage.
NGOs currently running an Earmarked or Cooperative project supported by the
REC and Danish NGOs are NOT eligible for funding. Besides, if you apply as a
project Leader in one concept proposal, you may only apply as a partner in
ONE other concept proposal or you may apply as a partner only in two
separate projects. In both cases, the NGO must appoint different project
leaders or project managers for each project proposal.

WHAT IS THE SCOPE OF THE PROJECT?
The scope of the project is to promote NGO co-operation within and beyond
CEE and NIS borders. To provide solutions to cross-border or region-wide
environmental problems by enabling CEE / NIS NGOs to run co-operative
projects and involve the Danish NGO expertise.
Eventually NGOs from 22 CEE and NIS countries together with the interested
Danish NGOs will be encouraged to work together on projects which address
the following environmental region-wide problematic issues such as EU
accession, air soil and water pollution, traffic congestion, deforestation,
protection of biodiversity values of cross-border areas and conservation of
migration species etc.
First, the grant will be given to NGOs working on co-operative projects.
NGOs from at least two different countries will work together on an
environmental issue that affects them both. Danish NGO involvement and
cooperation in the project will be considered positively on awarding the
grants. REC will facilitate cooperation by providing information about the
potential NGO partners from different CEE or NIS countries as well as
facilitate the NGOs to identify and cooperate with Danish NGOs through the
Danish - East NGO Advising Centre established for this purpose at the REC.
REC will assist the CEE/ NIS and Danish NGOs to come up with good project
proposals that address these regional environmental issues and monitor the
results.
Partner NGOs will work together to apply for the grant, implement the
program, and prepare project reports. Only NGOs may receive REC funds, but
NGOs are also encouraged to work closely with other institutions such as
local and national governments, schools, farms, businesses, and
universities.
Second, projects should address transboundary or regionwide environmental
problems. The Call for Tender is very open to NGO's ideas. Some
transboundary problems may be geographical, for example: a shared river,
watershed, or habitat. Other transboundary issues may involve rare or
endangered species that are found in different countries. For example, NGOs
might work together to save a bird species that migrates from one country
into another. A third type of transboundary issue could be pollution. Global
climate change - caused by changes in landscape, increase in traffic, and
inefficient use of fossil fuels - is a pollution problem that threatens us
all and requires strong international cooperation to solve. In general,
transboundary projects work to solve physical, environmental problems or
issues found in two or more countries.
Regionwide projects are slightly different from transboundary projects.
Regionwide projects may deal with problems common to all CEE countries, for
example, sustainable development. NGOs may also wish to co-operate to
address problems of environmental education, recycling, resource use,
privatisation, public participation in decision-making and implementation of
environmental legislation, or the environmental implications of accession to
the European Union. Educating the public about global climate change could
also be a regionwide project.
ENVIRONMENTAL TOPICS
Projects may address any environmental topic which is a priority in the CEE
and NIS Region !!! REC will not limit the range of topics in this Call for
Tender. The only limit is that projects must be an co-operative effort, and
the Danish NGO expertise is involved in the implementation of the project if
possible. In past Calls for Tender, NGOs proposed projects on all different
topics, including: energy, pollution, protection of species, environmental
education, biodiversity, sustainable agriculture, sustainable rural
development, sustainable development in general, watershed protection,
environmental policy, environmental computer networks, and many more. Any
topic will be considered, as long as all the partners agree upon a project.
The important point is that the environmental problem must exist in all
countries involved. It should be a priority environmental topic for both
countries, with impact on the region as a whole. Priority will be given to
projects, which involve Danish NGOs. Projects that are local in scope are
not eligible.
HOW TO APPLY FOR THE NGO CO-OPERATIVE PROJECT?
This support is available to CEE & NIS NGOs who are ready to cooperate among
them and with Danish NGO partners. Therefore as a first step the CEE and NIS
NGOs will have to fill out the cooperation request form which is attached to
this document and return it back to the REC as soon as possible. The
Danish - East NGO Partnership Service established at the REC will facilitate
the identification of the partners.
The application is a two-part process. NGOs write a short Concept Paper
briefly describing their projects and express their willingness to cooperate
with Danish NGOs indicating the type of the assistance or expertise they
need. Cooperation with among CEE, NIS and SEE NGOs is also encouraged in
this phase. REC will evaluate the Concept Papers based on certain standards
and criteria (described in Stage 2: Evaluation of Concept Papers) and
facilitate the identification of Danish NGO partners. The top Concept Papers
will be selected and made available to Danish NGOs for potential twining.
The Danish - East NGO pa Service will facilitate the twinning process. Those
selected NGOs will be asked to write a detailed Project Proposal together
with the involvement of the Danish NGO partner wherever possible. Grants
will be awarded to CEE/ NIS NGOs based on the detailed Project Proposals.
PRELIMINARY STAGE: CHOOSE YOUR PARTNERS
All NGOs are invited to fill out the Cooperation Request Form and send it to
the address provided below. By submitting this Form as soon as possible
your NGO is increasing its opportunity to find a Danish project partner,
additional support, develop new networks to improve the transfer of skills,
resources and knowledge, and possibly financial support.
Your NGO is advised to send the Co-operation Request Form as soon as
possible after the Announcement of the Grants Call for Tenders by REC in
order to increase the possibility of finding an appropriate project partner
from Denmark.
Grants will be awarded only to organisations working together on projects.
NGOs should begin by finding partners in other CEE/NIS countries eligible to
this call who are working on similar topics. You may wish to find partner
organisations using the following resources:
╥ Personal contacts, other NGOs, local universities, libraries and agencies.
╥ The REC NGO Directory. The REC Country Office will have a copy, and we can
mail a copy to you.
╥ The REC Country Office should be able to help you.
With the other NGOs you should agree on a topic and a project idea. You need
to have the framework of a project. At this stage, very exact details are
not necessary. On this stage the NGO fills out the Cooperation Request Form
expressing your willingness to cooperate with Danish NGOs and indicating the
type of expertise you need to get from them
STAGE 1: NGO TWINNING (November 2000 - March 31, 2001)
Through this program REC will promote cross border and inter-sectoral
co-operation with other stakeholders as being one of the most efficient ways
on solving environmental problems. CEE and NIS NGOs will be encouraged to
cooperate with the Danish NGOs who will show interest on working in the
Region.
During this period the East - Danish NGO Partnership Service which is
established to facilitate the Danish- CEE/ NIS/ SEE NGO cooperation will
design and announce the Cooperation Request Form (CRF). These forms will be
announced on the WWW and be attached to the announced granting programs at
the regional and local level. After the selection of the most interesting
CRFs together with the Cooperative Concept papers, REC will prepare the
"DK - CEE potential Cooperation areas" paper based on the CEE submitted
forms and announce it on the web. Our NGO partner in Denmark "Danish Outdoor
Council" will assist the REC to announce these paper of interest broadly
among the Danish NGO community and we will try our best to find a Danish
Partner for you.
The REC Network in the CEE countries as well as the new RECs in the NIS
countries will serve as facilitators in this partnership process.

PREPARE THE CONCEPT PAPERS (DEADLINE January 31, 2001)
You must fill out the following forms:
╥ Format for Concept Proposals
╥ Statement of Cooperation (for CEE and NIS partners)
╥ East - Danish NGO Cooperation Request Form
You may use your own way to answer the following questions:
╥ Problem description
╥ Action plan: what you will do to solve the problem.
╥ Budget estimation
╥ Eligibility document. Unless you have been receiving REC cooperative
grants before, you must prove your eligibility. We ask you therefore to send
a copy of your NGO's registration.
We understand that writing the project proposal with a partner in another
country may be more expensive for you. REC wants to help NGOs to meet
together in order to write a joint project. Therefore, REC is offering a
"Start-up Grant" of up to 600 EUR to cover travel and meeting expenses. In
your Concept Paper, explain how much it will cost you to actually meet with
your partner(s). Include costs of travel, hotel, and food. These are the
only costs which will be covered by the REC. Any Danish NGO partner will
cover their own costs of the participation in the meeting through their
granting program run by Danish NGO "Outdoor Council" (Small Grants Facility
program).
Concept papers must be sent to all of the following places. First, send the
concept paper to the REC Headquarters in Szentendre. Next, send the concept
paper to the REC Country Office in your country or REC Centres in Ukraine,
Russia, Moldavia and Caucasus and the country office in the country of your
partner. The REC Country Offices always have a chance to comment on the
concept papers. The Concept papers should be sent only by mail. We do not
accept Concept papers sent by fax or e-mail. The Concept papers must arrive
at the REC office by January 15.
STAGE 2: EVALUATION OF THE CONCEPT PAPERS (February 16, 2001)
The Concept Papers will be evaluated by an internal panel. REC Country
Office Staff will also give their opinions. Projects will be chosen based on
a minimum of eight criteria:
╥ The PROBLEM IS REGIONWIDE or TRANSBOUNDARY. The Concept Paper shows that
cooperation by two or more countries is the best way to solve the problem.
╥ The Environmental problem is a priority for the CEE or NIS Region and best
addressed cooperatively.
╥ All NGOs will share the duties, actions, resources and responsibilities as
appropriate.
╥ NGOs intend to involve different sectors of society (Business, government,
institutions)
╥ NGOs are professional and they have good experience in project management
╥ The draft action plan is feasible
╥ The budget is reasonable and the requested start up money is well
justified
╥ The NGOs show willingness to cooperate with Danish NGOs and indicate the
field of interest
Hints: What kinds of projects is the REC most interested in? When you are
trying to decide on what topic to propose, ask yourself these questions.
a) Is my NGO trying to solve a local problem OR an international problem?
b) If my NGO worked alone in my country, could we solve the problem on our
own? Do we really need other NGOs to work on the same problem in their own
country at the same time?
Send the Concept Paper by mail. It is very important that you also sign the
Appendix and send it in original by mail. The Appendix tells us that you and
your partners agree to work together. If your NGO has an official stamp,
please stamp the Appendix. Also be sure to send the full bank information of
the Lead NGO.
STAGE 3:
STAGE 4: PREPARATION GRANT AND PREPARATION OF THE PROPOSAL (Deadline for the
proposals arriving at the REC March 30, 2001)
REC will notify NGOs within some weeks of the evaluation meeting if their
Concept Papers were selected and within one month of the evaluation meeting
if their papers were not chosen. The NGOs proposing the best concept papers
are eligible for a start up grant. We will make sure that your NGO still
needs the funding in order to meet your partners. If so, we will transfer it
to the lead NGOs bank account. The project leader must keep careful records
of how the money was spent and to make a report of it, including all
receipts.
One representative from one NGO must be the Project Manager for the whole
project. The co-operating partners must agree on the Project Manager. All
partners must agree that Project Manager has the responsibility for managing
the preparation grant for the project. The Danish NGO partner (in case one
is identified) should be participating on the proposal writing meeting. The
Danish NGO involvement in Proposal writing as well as in the whole project
will be supported through other sources.
If your NGO is chosen to write a project Proposal, REC Headquarters will
send you the standard guidelines for writing a cooperative project proposal.
The NGOs should carefully follow these guidelines. Each project proposal
must include a report on how the preparation grant was spent, following the
guidelines included. Project proposals will be due to REC on March 19.
Proposals must be send only by mail.
STAGE 4: EVALUATION OF THE PROJECT PROPOSALS (April 13, 2001)
Again, the complete Project Proposals will be judged by an independent panel
of experts. Donor Representatives will be invited to participate in the
expert panel. Again, proposals are scored based on standard criteria
Proposals will be prescreened to make sure that all necessary documents are
present, including the financial report on the start-up grant. The Grants
Assistant will contact you to obtain any missing documentation.
Criteria for choosing projects include:
╥ Feasibility. Will the partners be able to accomplish the goals with the
amount of money requested; is the implementation plan realistic?
╥ Degree of cooperation: How will the NGOs share the responsibilities for
implementing the project? Danish NGO involvement?
╥ Environmental Impact. Will the project result in concrete improvements to
the environmental situation in the region and in the different countries?
Full criteria are listed in the project proposal guidelines.
STAGE 5: WINNERS MEETING AND PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION ( May 4, 2001)
Grant winners will be notified and invited to the REC Headquarters in
Szentendre for the Winners Meeting. At this meeting, you will present your
joint project to the other grantees. Danish NGO partner representative will
be invited too in order to facilitate the cooperation and clarify the REC
procedures and requirements.
You will also meet your Grant Officer and Financial Assistant from REC
Headquarters who will work closely with you as you implement your project.
Together, you will agree on the terms of your contract: your schedule for
providing progress and financial reports; and our schedule for providing you
with funding based upon your progress in implementing the project.
Grant winners should expect the first grant installments no sooner than one
month after the Award Agreements is signed.

Because REC encourages its employees and grantees to use the most
environmentally sound form of transportation, air travel will be covered
only when it is the most feasible form of travel (for example from Estonia
to Hungary).

 The Fondation Nationale des Sciences Politiques is organizing an
 international conference devoted to the issue of identity - national,
 political, cultural, local, or supra-national - in the post-communist
 world.

 The construction and reconstruction of nations and states raises
 questions related to identity at various levels: regional (for
 instance, the Russian Republic), macro-regional (European, Eurasian),
 micro-regional, transnational (especially religious), cross-border
 (national minorities linked to a state other than the one in which
 they live), or inter-regional (for instance, Visegrad).

The recent collapse of communism has challenged the imaginary geography
of "Europe" to include past and recent "others" (e.g., "the Balkans", the
"Slavs", "the post-Soviets"), to confront the bankruptcy of state socialism,
and to make sense of the idiosyncratic cohabitation of post-modern and
pre-modern world-views. At the same time, Europe is faced with new war
fronts of nationalizing processes at its midst.

Consequently, the configuration of the new "European political identity"
seems to be slipping away from the control of the European Union, as more
voices ╞ both within and outside the Union -- pronounce that Europe does not
equate with the EU. Exploring European identity leads us into a more fluid
and contested terrain that is at times bigger (narratives of expanding
cosmopolitanism) and at times smaller (narratives of separatism manifested
as aggressive nationalisms). This troublesome but also promising process of
(re-)inventing Europe provides the opportunity to deepen our understanding
of nationalism and its place in Europe, and to identify the dominant modes
of recasting European identity vis-a-vis more particular identities
(nationalism, regionalism, minorities). Meanwhile, we are challenged to
re-conceptualize the representation of the European political identity and
its actor/story-teller.

We invite graduate students to participate in this fully interdisciplinary
conference, with organizers from five disciplines--history, anthropology,
political science, literature, cultural studies -- putting together the
panels. The issues that will be addressed will include but not be limited
to:

-Interplay of national and European identities at the threshold of the new
millennium;
-Europe through the eyes of its minorities/immigrants;

Guidelines for Submitting Applications for Dissertation Fellowships 

The foundation welcomes proposals from any of the natural and social sciences and the humanities that promise to
increase understanding of the causes, manifestations, and control of violence, aggression, and dominance. Highest priority is given to research that can increase understanding and amelioration of urgent problems of violence, aggression, and dominance in the modern world. 

In addition to our program of support for postdoctoral research, ten or more dissertation fellowships are awarded
each year to individuals who will complete the writing of the dissertation within the award year. These fellowships of
$10,000 each are designed to contribute to the support of the doctoral candidate to enable him or her to complete
the thesis in a timely manner, and it is only appropriate to apply for support for the final year of Ph.D. work.
Applications are evaluated in comparison with each other and not in competition with the postdoctoral research
proposals. Applicants may be citizens of any country and studying at colleges or universities in any country. 

Particular questions that interest the foundation concern violence, aggression, and dominance in relation to social
change, the socialization of children, intergroup conflict, interstate warfare, crime, family relationships, and
investigations of the control of aggression and violence. Research with no useful relevance to understanding and
attempting to cope with problems of human violence and aggression will not be supported, nor will proposals to
investigate urgent social problems where the foundation cannot be assured that useful, sound research can be done.
Priority will also be given to areas and methodologies not receiving adequate attention and support from other
funding sources. 

Timing 

Applications for dissertation fellowships must be received by February 1 for a decision in June. Applications are
reviewed during the spring term and final decisions are made by the Board of Directors at its meeting in June.
Applicants will be informed promptly by letter of the Board's decision. Awards ordinarily commence on September
1, but other starting dates (after July 1) may be requested if the nature of the project makes this appropriate. 

Taxation 

A recipient of a dissertation fellowship may be liable for income taxes on funds awarded, depending on whether the
funds are used to pay tuition and certain other related expenses, the amount of the recipient's other income, the law
of the recipient's domicile, and other factors. The foundation will not provide advice on tax matters. Applicants
should consult their own tax advisors to determine the tax consequences to them of receiving a dissertation
fellowship. 

Final Report 

A final report to the foundation is mandatory. Recipients of dissertation fellowships must submit a copy of the
dissertation, approved and accepted by the home university or college, within six months after the end of the award
year. Any papers, books, articles, or other publications based on the research should also be sent to the foundation. 

Application Procedure 

Submit FOUR copies of a typewritten application in English to the Harry Frank Guggenheim Foundation, 527
Madison Avenue, New York, N.Y. 10022-4304. The deadline for receipt by the foundation is February 1 each
year, for support to begin September 1 of that calendar year. Late or incomplete applications will not be processed.
Applications may not be submitted by fax. Attend to the following items, including them in each of the four copies. 

A. Title Page 

Complete the attached form. It may be copied or imitated on a computer. The form must be signed by the student
and by the dissertation advisor. 

B. Abstract 

Enter an abstract on the attached form describing the dissertation research in plain English and a statement
specifying its relevance to human dominance, aggression, or violence. Do not exceed the space allotted. The
abstract and statement of relevance should be self-contained and sufficient to serve as a succinct and accurate
description of the application. The name of the applicant should appear on the upper right corner of the abstract and
on all succeeding pages. 

C. Advisor's Letter 

Include a letter from the dissertation advisor evaluating the significance of the research and affirming that all
requirements for the Ph.D. except the dissertation will have been satisfactorily completed at the commencement of
the award and that preparation for the dissertation is such that it will be completed within the academic year for
which the dissertation fellowship is requested. If this is not true, the advisor is doing the applicant no favor by saying
so nevertheless. It would be better to encourage the advisee to wait until the appropriate time to apply. As with all
parts of the application, four copies are needed. Should the advisor prefer to preserve confidentiality, four copies of
this letter may be sent in a sealed envelope but must be submitted with the application. Please also attach copies of
the advisor's c.v. (abbreviated to two pages if possible). 

D. Applicant's Background 

Include applicant's curriculum vitae and a list of any relevant publications. One copy of a transcript detailing the
applicant's career in graduate school should be sent by the school directly to the foundation. If your Ph.D. program
does not involve graded coursework, please include an explanation of your university's requirements. You must
request a transcript from the registrar's office early enough so that it will reach us by the application deadline. 

E. Research Plan 

Applications that arrive without four copies of a research plan cannot be evaluated. Although in most cases you will
have already completed your research, you must describe guiding theories, methods, study populations, etc. Here is
where you tell us how your work fits into the body of knowledge of your field and what you will contribute to the
field. This is your chance to convince us that your project is worth funding. Be concise, but give sufficient detail for a
proper evaluation. Supplementary supporting material is not necessary but may be submitted. However, the
foundation cannot be responsible for the return of such material. 

F. Protection of Subjects 

If your subjects are living humans, or people with living relatives or associates whose lives may be affected by your
research, tell us what you have done to protect their safety or privacy. If your subjects are non-human animals, we
want to be sure that you have avoided all unnecessary discomfort or harm to them in the course of your work. If
your thesis involves documentary work concerning people long dead or otherwise incapable of being harmed by
what you say, please so state in this section of the application. 
G. Other Support 

Describe facilities and resources already available for the proposed research. A Harry Frank Guggenheim
Foundation dissertation fellowship may be accepted in conjunction with other awards, fellowships, or employment.
A $10,000 fellowship will only contribute to the support of an individual during an entire dissertation year. Have you
other sources of support? Will you be working? Have you applied for other fellowships? Alternatively, it may be
that our $10,000 award will support you for intense full-time work for a few months, which will enable you to finish
the dissertation. We would like to see that you have thought about these practical matters. 
A Special Note to Applicants for the Dissertation Fellowship 

Since many of you have not applied for grants before, the following is meant to guide you through the process.
Applications for the fellowship have in past years arrived in such a disorganized or incomplete state as to add to the
work of the foundation's staff and seriously diminish the applicant's chances of funding. 

Eligibility: These grants are made to Ph.D. candidates who are in the writing stage of the dissertation. Usually, this
means that fieldwork or other research is complete and writing has begun. Both you and your advisor are asked to
assure us that the thesis will be complete within the grant year, which may commence in July, August, or September
of the year you apply and ends twelve months later. In some disciplines, particularly experimental fields, research
and writing can reasonably be expected to be completed within one year, and in that case it is appropriate to apply.
In all other cases, do not apply for support for your dissertation research. And if your analysis and writing are not
far enough along for you to be confident that you will complete the dissertation within the year, do not apply. The
application will not be competitive with those that comply with our timetable, it will not have a chance of funding,
and your poor judgement will taint your chances of receiving a fellowship in the following year, when you are truly
eligible. 

Relevance: Foundation funding is offered to projects related to violence, aggression, or dominance, with priority
given to research that can increase understanding and amelioration of urgent problems in the modern world related
to those topics. Do not apply to us if your project is not relevant or only tangentially relevant to our
program—however interesting your research may be, you will only be wasting our time and yours. If there is
uncertainty about relevance, call and discuss the question with one of our program officers. 

Deadline: The applications are due in our offices on February 1. If that falls on a weekend, the deadline is the
following Monday. We do not accept any application materials by fax, and we do not extend the deadline for any
reason. Please do not ask for an extension; it is not fair to applicants who submit proposals in time to accept late
submissions. We will always say no, despite your reason. If your application involves long distances and
complicated coordination with advisor, registrar, etc., you should begin the process earlier than applicants with
simpler schedules. 

In summary, the mistakes made most often in the past are these: 

Applicant will not finish the dissertation in the grant year. 
Project is not directly relevant to violence, aggression, or dominance. 
Only one copy arrives. 
Four copies arrive but are not collated. 
Application arrives in our office after the due date. 
Advisor's letter and c.v. arrive separately, and/or late, and/or in only one copy. 
No research plan.

The Norwegian Quota Programme is a funding scheme offered by the Norwegian Government to students from developing countries and Eastern- Europe.

Criteria for Application 

The entrance requirements for the University of Oslo is based on the Norwegian educational system. That means that international students must fulfil the same criteria as Norwegian students to enter the University. 

Basic Entrance Requirements 
To enter the University at undergraduate level, you must fulfil the basic entrance requirements. These requirements vary depending on what country you finshed your primary and secondary education in. Group 1 countries may enter the university without any previous studies at university level. Group 2 countries may enter the university after at least one year of previous studies at university level. Finally, group 3 countries may enter the university after at least two years of previous studies at university level. 

Entrance Requirements for master degrees 
In addition to the basic entrace requirements, students who apply for master degrees at the University of Oslo must have at least three years of previous studies at University level. I.e. minimum bachelor level or equivalent. 

Entrance Requirements for doctroral degrees 
In addition to the basic entrace requirements, students who apply for doctoral degrees at the University of Oslo must have at least five years of previous studies at University level. I.e. minimum master level or equivalent. 

Knowledge of subject 
Only applicants to the specific programmes listed on these pages will be considered for Quota Programme funding. To qualify for the master degrees you must have at least 1 1/2 years of previous studies in the subject at university level. For doctoral studies, another two years are required. 

English language skills 
A documented knowledge of English is required for admission to any of the programmes offered under the Quota Programme. Acknowledged test are TOEFL and IELTS. The score requirements are 550 / 213 for TOEFL and 6.0 for IELTS. 
The following are exempted from the English test: 
International students who have successfully completed at least 1 year of academic studies at a college or university in Australia, Canada, Great Britain, Ireland, New Zealand or USA 
Applicants with a university degree with a major in English. 
Applicants from African countries who have completed a Bachelors degree and for whom English has been the language of instruction in higher secondary school and at university. 
Applicants form African countries with A-level examination in English, passed with the grade "C" or better. 

Grade requirements 
All the programmes offered are very competitive, and only applicants who have competitive (minimum B+/ Second division, upper) grades will be considered. 

Nationality 
Only applicants from countries listed on the list of countries eligible for Quota Programme funding based on an OECD list of countries with a certain minimum income level per capita, will be considered. 

Special priority 
At the University of Oslo, priority is given to: 
women and to

ISS Summer School

The ISS offers courses in Norwegian Language, Norwegian Literature, Folklore, History, History of Art, Music, Culture and Society, Politics, International Relations and Economics. Graduate students and professionals are offered courses in Special Needs Education, Peace Research, International Development Studies, Media Studies, Energy Planning and Sustainable Development, and International Issues in Health Systems Development. While some courses may be combined, others represent a full program in themselves. Students earn a minimum of six semester-hour credits and are awarded the ISS Certificate of Achievement. 

The ISS also offers a special course on Analysis and Planning of Investment Projects, which is limited to applicants from the SADC region in Africa. 
Extracurricular Activities 
The many extracurricular activities are an important part of the ISS program. They give students an introduction to Norway through excursions, films, lectures, and festive events, and also promote international goodwill through cultural events, lectures and debates on current issues. The ISS students elect a Student Council which is actively involved in planning and implementing extracurricular activities. 

Furthermore, the ISS brings together students from some 90 nations. Living at close quarters with people from different parts of the world, exchanging ideas and experiences, offers unique opportunities to gain insight into other cultures, and adds an extra dimension to this summer program. 

It is possible to participate as on-campus student (board and lodging included) or as off-campus student (without board and lodging). Fees include class participation, extracurricular activities, and one week-end excursion, and for on-campus students also board and lodging. A limited number of scholarships are available. 

Admission Requirements 
The approximately 500 participants who can be admitted are selected on the basis of the following criteria: 
Basic Requirements 
Applicants must fulfil the basic academic matriculation requirements of Norwegian institutions of higher education. In general terms this means that applicants must present evidence of attending or having attended a recognized university. U.S. applicants and applicants from countries which offer university education after 12 years of primary and secondary schooling, must have completed their first year at university or college. Applicants from all European countries are eligible upon completion of the secondary school leaving certificate that admits them to university studies in their home country and of the university entrance examination in countries where this is required. 

The applicant's academic record must be documented by officially certified credentials (transcripts, diplomas etc.) and, if possible, a letter of recommendation from a current or previous professor. 

A good working knowledge of English is absolutely necessary for all applicants unless they are applying for a Norwegian language course only. Non-native English speakers must document their proficiency in the language preferably by taking either the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) or the test offered by the International English Language Testing Service (IELTS), or by a statement from a professor/teacher or employer. 

Some graduate courses require specific professional experience (for details, see the relevant course descriptions). CVs must be supported by a statement from a current or previous employer. 

Applicants need to be in good health - physically, emotionally and mentally - to study abroad. Upon admission to the ISS, good health must be documented by a health certificate issued by a medical doctor. Applicants permanently residing in Norway need not submit a health certificate, but are asked to document their residency by a certified copy of their passport, showing both name and valid residence permit. 
Final selection criteria 
Only the best qualified applicants can be admitted. Competition is especially keen among applicants for graduate courses and applicants who apply for financial aid; unfortunately, the number of scholarship applications regularly exceeds the grants available. 

Seriousness of purpose as illustrated in a statement of purpose and letters of recommendation. 

Personal qualities likely to make the applicant a good representative of her/his country. 

Please note that admission to the International Summer School does not imply matriculation at the University of Oslo. 
General Information 
Funds for a number of maintenance scholarships are provided by the University of Oslo, the Norwegian Government and institutions and organizations in Norway and abroad. 

The scholarships vary in value according to the documented need and resources of the individual applicant and the regulations pertaining to the scholarship fund in question. Apart from pocket money, which may be granted to applicants from countries with fixed currency restrictions, the value of the scholarship is applied directly to the ISS fees and is not payable in cash. 
Unfortunately, the number of scholarship applications regularly greatly exceeds the grants available. In the name of solidarity, applicants are asked to keep the grant they are applying for as low as possible; in this way more students can be offered the possibility of taking part in the ISS. 

Recipients are selected on the basis of academic and personal qualifications and financial need, provided they meet all requirements for admission. 

Scholarship recipients are obliged to take a full program of courses and to sit final examinations and/or write term papers. 

No scholarships are available to students of Norwegian at elementary level. 

Application Procedure 
All scholarship applications have to be made on a special form which may be obtained in Oslo or from a Norwegian Embassy or Consulate General. The completed form should be submitted together with the necessary supporting documents - and preferably simultaneously with the Application Form for Admission - either to the ISS Office in Oslo or to the Norwegian Embassy/Consulate General in the applicant's home country (which will forward it to the ISS Office in Oslo). The deadline for scholarship applications is February 1, 2000. Please note that late applications cannot be considered. 

At present there are no ISS scholarship funds available for US and Canadian citizens. North American applicants should contact our North American Branch Office for information on other possible sources of scholarship funds. 

Applications for Norwegian Government scholarships have to be made on special forms which may be obtained from the Norwegian Embassy or Consulate General in the applicant's home country, or from the Ministry of Education or Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the applicant's home country. Applications should in many cases be returned to Norwegian Embassies or Consulates General. Applicants should check whether this is the case before submitting the application. Please note that the deadline for these scholarship applications vary from country to country and may be as early as November 1999. 

Scholarship recipients will be notified as soon as the decisions have been made, by early May 2000 at the latest.

B.
