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We have taken a chance to thank European University in St. Petersburg for possibility to conduct this conference and inform our subscribers about  questions and resolutions articulated on the conference as well as call for proposals on the following conference Grantmakers for Russia. Transparency of solicitors and givers, December 09-10, 2001 in St. Petersburg, Russia.

Questions and Resolutions Articulated by the Panel-Speakers on the Conference:

1. How to lay a strong legislative foundation for philanthropic and fundraising conduct in Russia? 

There are only two legislative initiatives in this area that are being discussed in Russian State Duma and they had been commenced by the government organizations without support of the non-profit ones. 

Hence, it’s essential to encourage the activity of the public organizations to promote the legislative initiatives in this area by creating Russian Charitable Organization which would be responsible for 

· monitoring, managing of all Russian charitable groups (there are about 5 000 in Russia but only 170  philanthropic societies provide real assistance for the social programs);

· registration of newly formed charitable organizations;

· advocating the Russian nonprofits in the local and federal magistrates.

2. How can donor check his/her donation to  a NGO?

CASE-STUDY: There can be observed a corruption in the area of fund raising. The number of the NGOs raised the funds for pretended disable children by mailing in 1999-2000. Hence,

· All Russian nonprofit and charitable organizations which are implementing the social projects and raising funds for them must be subject of a compulsory audit. 

3. What projects can corporate donors look for?

Russian corporate business is looking for NGOs’ projects which are

· Creating the image of a company;

· Advertising a product of a company;

· Generating the business-related projects.
4. Is it time to create the discipline Technologies of Philanthropic and Fundraising in the higher education institutions in Russia?

Of course “Y” to bring up new generation who will understand that soliciting is not shameful and giving is a part of the business ventures.
